Project Title: Classroom Furniture

Project Start Date: July 2019 Estimated Completion Date: January 15, 2020

Briefly describe the project. What has been done and what still needs to be completed?

Explore School is a project of the Helena Public Schools in partnership with ExplorationWorks, Helena's
science center. Explore School serves students in grades 1-8. Students are home schooled except for the
one day each week when they attend Explore School as one-quarter time public school students. Grades
are grouped 1-3, 4-5, and 6-8. Students aged 6 through 14 use nonadjustable furniture which is more than
10 years old. Our project will replace the tables and chairs with adjustable tables for two students each and
height appropriate chairs. We have been working with the Helena School Superintendent, a Rotarian in our
club, and the vendor, to be able to receive the pricing afforded Helena Public Schools. Due to new school
construction and furnishing, the vendor has been incredibly busy, so it has taken far longer than we
anticipated to select appropriate furniture and to get price quotations. We have prices and have asked that
the order be placed. We will be able to purchase 24 chairs and 11 adjustable tables for $4,358. We
anticipated being able to purchase only 5 tables, so the school pricing has really helped. We are uncertain
about the timing of receipt of the furniture, but when we receive it, we will move out the old furniture and

help assemble the new.

Rotarians have spent several hours working with the Helena Schools and their furniture vendor to select the
furniture best suited for Explore School and to get a price quotation. This has required a good bit of back and forth
with ExplorationWorks staff as well as with the vendor.

The major Rotarian participation will occur when the furniture arrives and we assist with taking the old furniture to a
thrift store and setting up the new furniture.

We have not incurred expenses so far. Our budget is $3,500, with $1750 coming from the Club and $1750 from the

District match. Our project total cost is anticipated to be $4358. ExplorationWorks is prepared to cover the
difference in the price of the furniture and the amount of the grant, or $858.
